SERVICES FOR SENIORS - IN THIS DIVISION, A NUMBER OF
PROGRAMS EXIST THAT ARE DESIGNED TO INCREASE THE LEVEL OF
INDEPENDENT LIVING AND DIGNITY FOR OLDER RESIDENTS OF
WASHINGTON COUNTY AS WELL AS PEOPLE WITH PHYSICAL AND
EMOTIONAL CHALLENGES. THESE PROGRAMS INCLUDE:

1. TRANSPORTATION SERVICES--PROVIDED 63,492
DOOR-THROUGH-DOOR RIDES TO 2,282 SENIORS AND PEOPLE WITH
SPECIAL NEEDS.

2. NUTRITION SERVICES--BOTH CONGREGATE DINING AND MEALS ON
WHEELS OFFERED 70,242 NOURISHING MEALS IN 2007 TO ASSIST
PEOPLE IN MAINTAINING THEIR INDEPENDENCE.

3. CIRCLE OF FRIENDS DAY PROGRAM--4,073 DAYS OF RESPITE CARE
WERE PROVIDED FOR OLDER PERSONS WITH CHRONIC ILLNESS AND
COGNITIVE IMPATIRMENT. IT ENHANCES SOCIALIZATION AND
PROVIDES NUTRITIONAL SUPPORT, EXERCISE AND HEALTH
MONITORING.

4. COMMUNITY SUPORT AND VOLUNTEER SERVICES--COMPANION
SERVICES, EXTENSIVE COMMUNITY EDUCATION, PREVENTION, CASE
MANAGEMENT, CAREGIVER VOLUNTEER SUPPORTIVE SERVICES,
COUNSELING, COACHING AND SERVICE COORDINATION ARE OFFERED.
IN 2007 OVER 1,000 VOLUNTEERS PROVIDED OVER 43,295 HOURS TO
ASSIST 3,398 PEOPLE.

DESCRIPTION OF PROGRAM SERVICE TWO

OUTPATIENT, SPMI SERVICES AND ABUSE SERVICES - A WIDE RANGE
OF OUTPATIENT MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES IS OFFERED FOR PERSONS
WITH MENTAL HEALTH CONCERNS. THESE SERVICES RANGE FROM
TRADITIONAL OUTPATIENT SERVICES, EMERGENCY/CRISIS SERVICES
FOR INDIVIDUALS AND FAMILIES TO MORE INTENSIVE SERVICES THAT
INCLUDE DAILY TREATMENT, MEDICATIONS AND SUPPORT. HOUSING
AND EMPLOYMENT SERVICES ARE ALSO PROVIDED. THESE PROGRAMS
INCLUDE:

1. OUTPATIENT SERVICES--PROVIDING SERVICES TO 2,558 ADULTS
AND CHILDREN DURING 2007 IN FOUR LOCATIONS IN WASHINGTON
COUNTY.

2. EMERGENCY SERVICES--AVAILABILITY 24 HOURS A DAY, 365 DAYS
A YEAR FOR TELEPHONE AND FACE-TO-FACE CRISIS ASSISTANCE, AND
SELECTED TIMES FOR MOBILE CRISIS RESPONSE. 4,093 CLIENTS
WERE SERVED IN PERSON OR OVER THE PHONE DURING 2007.

3. ADULT DAY TREATMENT PROGRAM--INTENSIVE TREATMENT AND
SUPPORT AVAILABLE 5 DAYS PER WEEK FOR INDIVIDUALS WITH ACUTE
DISTRESS. PROVIDING SERVICES TO 135 CLIENTS DURING 2007.

4. COMMUNITY SUPPORT PROGRAM--SITE BASED AND COMMUNITY BASED

THERE WERE 365 EVALUATIONS DURING 2007.

8. DOMESTIC VIOLENCE OFFENDER TREATMENT
PROGRAM--EVALUATIONS, INDIVIDUAL AND GROUP TREATMENT FOR
INDIVIDUALS WHO HAVE EXPERIENCED SIGNIFICANT PROBLEMS WITH
MANAGING ANGER. 337 CLIENTS WERE SEEN DURING 2007.

9. VICTIM INTERVENTION AND RECOVERY PROGRAM.--PROVIDES
EMERGENCY INTERVENTION, ADVOCACY AND SUPPORT FOR VICTIMS AND
CONCERNED OTHERS WHO HAVE EXPERIENCED SEXUAL ASSAULT.
PROVIDES EXTENSIVE COMMUNITY EDUCATION AND OPERATES A 24

CHILDREN AND FAMILY SERVICES - FAMILIES AND CHILDREN WITH
SERIOUS EMOTIONAL AND BEHAVIORAL PROBLEMS HAVE ACCESS TO A
VARIETY OF SPECIALIZED PROGRAMS TO PROVIDE STABILIZATION,
INTERVENTION AND SUPPORT. THESE SERVICES ARE OFFERED IN THE
COMMUNITY, IN THE CLASSROOM, IN THE HOME AND AT QOUR CLINICS.
THESE PROGRAMS INCLUDE:

1. THERAPEUTIC LEARNING CENTER I & II--PROVIDES A DATLY
THERAPEUTIC AND EDUCATIONAL STRUCTURE THAT DEVELOPS AND
ENHANCES ADAPTIVE LIVING SKILLS. 36 CHILDREN WERE SERVICED
BY THESE PROGRAMS DURING 2007.

2. THERAPEUTIC LEARNING ALTERNATIVE PROGRAM--PROVIDES A
DAILY THERATEUTIC AND EDUCATIONAL STRUCTURE THAT DEVELOPS
AND ENHANCES ADAPTIVE LIVING SKILLS IN FOREST LAKE. 16
CHILDREN WERE SERVED BY THIS PROGRAM DURING 2007.

3. THERAPEUTIC ELEMENTARY EDUCATION PROGRAM (TEEP)--PROVIDES
DAILY THERAPEUTIC AND EDUCATIONAL STRUCTURE TO CHILDREN IN
GRADES 1-6 WHO ATTEND OAKDALE/MAPLEWOOD/NORTH ST. PAUL
SCHOOL DISTRICT #622. 23 CHILDREN WERE SERVED BY THIS
PROGRAM DURING 2007.

4. THERAPEUTIC LEARNING ENVIRONMENT (TLE)--PROVIDES DAILY
THERAPEUTIC AND EDUCATIONAL STRUCTURE TO CHILDREN IN GRADES
1-5 WHO ATTEND THE WHITE BEAR LAKE SCHOOL DISTRICT. 18
CHILDREN WERE SERVED BY THIS PROGRAM IN 2007.

5. PLACE II--PROVIDES A DIVERSION EDUCATION PROGRAM FOR
ADOLESCENTS ADJUDICATED BY THE COURT AS AN ALTERNATIVE TO
CORRECTIONAL PLACEMENT. 20 CHILDREN WERE SERVED DURING
2007.

6. CHILDREN'S MENTAL HEALTH CASE MANAGEMENT SERVICES
--DESIGNED TO COORDINATE AND ADVOCATE WITH EXISTING MENTAL
HEALTH SERVICES FOR CHILDREN DIAGNOSED AS HAVING A SEVERE
EMOTIONAL DISORDER. 268 CHILDREN WERE SERVED DURING 2007.
7. CHILDREN'S MENTAL HEALTH ACTION COLLABORATIVE--HSI IS THE
LEAD SERVICE AGENCY OF THE WASHINGTON COUNTY CHILDREN'S
MENTAL HEALTH ACTION COLLABORATIVE, A GROUP OF 14 CHILD
SERVICE AGENCIES WITHIN THE COUNTY. THE COLLABORATIVE
PROVIDES AN INTEGRATED SYSTEM THAT MAXIMIZED EFFECTIVE AND
EFFICIENT DELIVERY OF CHILDREN'S MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES. THE
FOLLOWING PROGRAMS ARE SUPPORTED THROUGH THEIR MUTUAL

RESIDENTIAL TREATMENT. 2,615 ASSESSMENTS WERE DONE DURING
2007.

13. NEW CHOICES FOR RECOVERY TREATMENT PROGRAM FOR CHEMICAL
DEPENDENCY--OFFERED BOTH AS AN OUPTATIENT AND INPATIENT
PROGRAM IN THE WASHINGTON COUNTY JAIL, A PRIMARY TREATMENT
PROGRAM FOR INDIVIDUALS INCARCERATED OR WAITING
INCARCERATION DUE TO AN ALCOHOL/DRUG RELATED CRIMINAL
